2. A rubber band is stretched so that it makes a rectangular shape, twice as long as it is wide.  The total length of the stretched band is 27cm.  How wide is the rectangle?

3. Three numbers add up to 100.  The second number is twice as big as the first and the third number is 12 more than the first.  Find the numbers.

4. Two years ago a woman was twice as old as her daughter.  The age difference between them is 20 years.  How old are they now?

5. Two consecutive numbers add together to give 15, what are the numbers?

6. I bought three computer games at different prices.  One was quite cheap.  One cost twice as much as the cheap one, and the third cost three times as much as the cheap one.  The bill for them was £75.  How much did each game cost?

7. Ali is twice as old as Sue.  Sue is 2 years younger than Philip.  Philip is 11 years old.  How old are Sue and Ali?

8. There was B books on a shelf.  If there were twice as many, a further 13 books would give 41 books altogether.  How many books are there on the shelf?

9. In a farmyard there were some chicken and some sheep.  In total there were 20 heads and 50 legs.  How many sheep and chicken were there?
