Find the value of 2m(n+1) when

2. m = 0 and n = 4

3. m = -2 and n = 5

4. m = 22 and n = 1

The area of a trapezium is found using the formula 

Area = ½(a + b)h

Find the area of these trapezia.

b) a = 8, b = 2, h = 10
