1. A cake costs 75p. How many cakes can I buy for £4.50? 6 cakes
2. What is 400 divided by 10? 40
3. How many grams are there in 2 kilograms? 2000g
4. Write the number 2,563 to the nearest hundred. 2600

For the next group of questions you will have 10 seconds to work out each answer and write it down.
5. In a class there are 32 pupils, 20 of the pupils are girls. A pupil is chosen at random. What is the probability that a girl is chosen? 20/32 = 10/16 = 5/8
6. Anthony has £90, he buys some trainers costing £59, how much money does he have left? £31
7. A sunflower is 10 feet high, about how many metres is that? 3m
8. What is one thousand minus eighty-six? 914
9. Divide 1 by 0.25. 4
10. I break a bar of chocolate 10cm long into two pieces. One piece is x cm long. Write an expression for the length of the other piece. 10 -x
11. Vicky's height is 164cm. Jenny's height is one tenth of a metre less than Vicky's height. What is Jenny's height? 154cm
12. The price of entrance to the cinema increases from £3.50 to £3.85, what is the percentage increase? 10%

13. Write 3 different even numbers that add up to 14.

14. A square has an area of 30 square centimetres. You want to work out the length of the side of the square. Between which two consecutive whole numbers does the length lie? 5 and 6
15. What is four squared minus the square root of 36. 10
16. The diameter of a round cake tin is 15cm. Approximately, what is the circumference of the cake tin? 45cm (to 52cm?)
17. A rectangle has sides 3.4cm and 5.7cm long. What is its perimeter? 18.2cm
