Adding two fractions using the ‘Kiss’ method

You can use this method to add any two fractions: Example: ½ + ¼ 

1) Make a grid and put a X (‘kiss’) in the top left corner, like this:

3) Write one fraction down the left side and the other fraction along the top:

4) Fill in the top right blank box by multiplying together the numbers on the same row and column as the blank box, like this:

5) Fill in the other blank boxes by multiplying together the numbers on the same row and column as each blank box, like this:

6) Use the number in the bottom right box as your denominator (bottom number) and add together the other two numbers to get your numerator (top number).

So your answer is  6  (which is the same as 3 ).
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
